Members only message board access: 
 
One of the benefits of your membership is access to a “Members Only” 
section of the Walleye 101 Message board.  We still hope you will post on 
the general access part of the message board, but save the Members Only 
section for things you wish to share only with other members. 
 
To access the “members Only” section enter the message board as usual.  
At the message home page you will see 5 buttons (home, post, modify, delete, 
search).  Under the buttons is a “login” link. Click on the link and sign in 
using your username and password.  If you signed in successfully you will 
now see a “members only” tab added to the forums tabs.  Click on the 
“members Only” link and you are now at the “members Only” section of the 
message board.  You must sign in each time you visit the board! 
 
Downloading waypoint files: 
 
Beginning no later than early February, your membership will give you 
access to Lance’s personal waypoint files on some of the lakes and rivers 
he has fished.  The file will consist of waypoints designating key fishing 
areas, boat ramps and other important locations.  There will be two ways to 
get the waypoint files. 
 
The easiest way will be to send an e-mail to walleye101members@gmail.com  
requesting a specific file.  The file will be e-mailed to you.  You will need a 
SD card and a card reader (included on most newer computers).  Simply 
download the file to your SD card.  You will not be able to view the 
waypoints on your computer unless you have a copy of Lowrance Map 
Create software loaded, but you do not need map create to download and 
use the waypoint file on your gps!  Now simply insert the SD card into your 
Eagle or Lowrance GPS and follow the steps for downloading the waypoint 
file into your GPS (don’t worry-instructions will be included with the e-mail 
that includes the file). 
 
If you do not feel comfortable loading the waypoints yourself, you can mail 
a SD card to Jeff Malinowski with a request for up to 5 files.  Jeff will 
then put the files on your card and mail the card back.  You will be 
charged for return postage.  Please allow 7-10 business days before the 
return of your card! 
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Privacy Policy 
 

Lance Valentine's Walleye 101.com will make every effort to protect your confidentiality. Personal 
information is either requested or required on some areas of Lance Valentine's Walleye 101.com to 

verify your identity.  The amount and type of information received depends on how you use our 
site.

You can use Lance Valentine's Walleye 101.com without telling us who you are or revealing any 
personal information. The only data we collect and store during normal website usage is typical

GoDaddy.com is our website tool and data is used to generate statistics and measure site activity to 

benefit Lance Valentine's Walleye 101.com users.  
  

There are times when Lance Valentine's Walleye 101.com collects personally identifiable 
information to provide site visitors with a service. This information, such as name, mailing address, 
email address, and type of request, is collected and stored in a manner appropriate to the nature of

Code of Conduct 
 
Remember that as a member, other anglers will be looking at you as a 
representative of Walleye 101 everywhere you go.  Please try to follow the 
guidelines listed below so we all look good. 
 

1. Follow all fish/game and boating laws at all times. 
2. My actions on the water will adhere to and exceed the “rules of the 

road” set forth for safe boating for all. 
3. Keep your boat, truck and all equipment in good working order and 

neat appearance.  
4. When in public, be mindful of your appearance; try to always be 

presentable and appropriate for the setting. 
5. Treat all anglers as “friends I have yet to meet” and treat them 

accordingly both on and off the water. 
6. Offer fishing help to those who ask, and when time allows, spend time 

with them to instruct them. 
7. Pass on information to other anglers regarding Walleye 101 whenever 

appropriate.  The business cards and brochures provided with 
membership are to be used to increase awareness and participation in 
walleye 101 among non members. 

8. Make every effort to include inexperienced anglers, especially children 
and young adults, on fishing trips whenever practical. 

9. Offer suggestions, ideas, criticisms and information to walleye 101 for 
the reason of making the organization stronger and more valuable to 
all anglers. 

10. Share fishing information when on the water, especially with other 
walleye 101 members and friends.
